2 Corinthians 5:9-11 | So whether we are at home or away, we make it our aim to
please him. 10 For we must all appear before the judgment seat of Christ, so that each
one may receive what is due for what he has done in the body, whether good or evil.
11 Therefore, knowing the fear of the Lord, we persuade others. But what we are is
known to God, and I hope it is known also to your conscience.

2 Corinthians 5:13-15 | 13 For if we are beside ourselves, it is for God; if we are in our
right mind, it is for you. 14 For the love of Christ controls us, because we have
concluded this: that one has died for all, therefore all have died; 15 and he died for all,
that those who live might no longer live for themselves but for him who for their sake
died and was raised.

2 Corinthians 5:18-20 | 18 All this is from God, who through Christ reconciled us to
himself and gave us the ministry of reconciliation; 19 that is, in Christ God was
reconciling the world to himself, not counting their trespasses against them, and
entrusting to us the message of reconciliation. 20 Therefore, we are ambassadors for
Christ, God making his appeal through us. We implore you on behalf of Christ, be
reconciled to God.

1 Corinthians 9:24-26 | 24 Do you not know that in a race all the runners run, but only
one receives the prize? So run that you may obtain it. 25 Every athlete exercises self-
control in all things. They do it to receive a perishable wreath, but we an
imperishable. 26 So I do not run aimlessly; I do not box as one beating the air.
