Life Groups 

• Recruiting life group leaders (adults/college students) 

• Following up with life group leaders at least twice a month (meeting whatever needs 
they have). 

• Helping develop a sign up system 

• Organizing the groups 

• Getting the leaders the lists of their groups 
 
Leading/Discipling others 

• Lead a life group 

• One on one meetings with college students (guest, repeat guest, regular attenders) 

• Connecting new students to the ministry and to other students 

• Counseling students of the same gender with struggles 
 
Follow Up 

• Putting people in the follow up system 

• Follow up with the need placed on the connect card – (getting connected, prayer, 
making a decision for salvation or baptism) 

• Connecting them with a follow up team member 

• Communicate guests next steps after follow up has taken place

• Arriving early to help get things set up and also delegating setup duties to other 
volunteers 

• Connecting with guests & helping those guest get connected to others in the room
