Brite Idea: Jesus is Lord of all.
He Question: What does it mean that Jesus 
is Lord?
Jesus is God. He has ultimate authority over all 
things.

We Question: Will following the rules make us right 
with God?
No. We didn’t do anything to make Jesus love us. We 
can’t do anything that will make Him stop. He loved us so 
much that He died on the cross for our sin.

Brite Idea: Jesus provides.
He Question: How is Jesus able to provide?
Jesus is God and He is Lord over all things. Nothing 
is impossible for Him and everything belongs to 
Him.

We Question: What can Jesus provide?
Everything we have is a gift from Jesus. He knows our 
needs. We can trust He is able to provide according to 
His perfect will.

Brite Idea: Jesus reveals God’s glory.
He Question: What is God’s glory?
God’s glory is His magnificence on display. By 
showing God’s glory, Jesus showed He is fully
God.

We Question: How can we respond to who Jesus is?
We can listen to Jesus and believe He is the Son of God. 
We can trust in Jesus as our Lord and Savior.

Brite Idea: Jesus wants a relationship with us.
He Question: Why does Jesus care about
people?
People are created in God’s image and are the 
reason Jesus came to defeat sin. He loves us and 
wants a personal relationship with each of us. 

We Question: How can we grow closer to Jesus? 
We grow closer to Jesus by spending time with Him 
through prayer, reading His Word, and worship.
