After completing his theological studies at
the Theological Seminary in Cairo, Egypt,
Pastor Rami served congregations in Iraq
and Syria and worked closely with families
displaced by war through refugee ministry.
Since coming to the United States in 2014,
he has continued his pastoral work with
congregations and immigrant communities,
most recently serving as Stated Supply Pastor
at First Presbyterian Church of Pontiac. His
ministry is grounded in a deep love for
Scripture, compassion for people, and a
desire to help others encounter Christ in
meaningful and life-giving ways.

Pastor Rami and his wife, Raya, are the proud
parents of two daughters, Marilyn and Lisa,
and they are thrilled to be part of the Kirk
family.
