prayer that stretches beyond the

Unity does not mean uniformity. Rather, it is shared life rooted in God’s love
and grace. When we pray with Jesus, we ask that God’s reconciling presence
shape our relationships, strengthen our community, and guide our witness in
the world.

During this season of Lent, we are reminded that faith is not a solitary journey.
As we gather in worship, we are invited to seek the unity Christ prayed for—
grounded in God’s presence and lived out together in faith.
