1. Do I know that Jesus loves me? (vs. 3, 5-6)
a. God’s love is a perfecting love, not a pampering love.

2. Do I trust God’s timing or my own timing? (vs. 3-8)
a. God is never late and He is always working. (vs. 7-10, John 9:3-5)

3. Do I interpret my circumstances through the love of God? (vs. 4-10, Psalm 50:15)
a. Do not interpret the love of God through my circumstances.

4. Do I want resuscitation or resurrection from Jesus? (vs. 11-16)
a. I must die in order to be resurrected. (John 11:25-26, Rom. 6:23)
