Introduction: Often, our expectations are too low. Our perspectives are limited for a variety of reasons. God frequently has something better in store for us than we could think to ask or expect. Such is the case with a nameless beggar in Acts 3. This man has the encounter of a lifetime with Peter and John.
Key Bible Verse: “Now to Him who is able to do immeasurably more than all we ask or imagine, according to His power that is at work within us, to Him be the glory in the church and in Christ Jesus throughout all generations, for ever and ever! Amen.”- Ephesians 3:20-21

2). Receive Something Better (v. 6-8).

3). Observe Something Better (v. 9-10).

A Few Pertinent Takeaways:

1. Money was not what this man needed most. He needed saving for his soul and healing for his body and money could provide neither.

2. Each of us is similar to this lame beggar. We are poor and sinful. We are born lame, unable to walk with God. We are outside of God, separated from Him. We are healed by the grace of Jesus Christ.
