Timothy (v. 1-5).

· Timothy’s mother was a believing, Jewish woman.
· Timothy’s grandmother had been led to faith in Christ upon Paul’s first declaration of the gospel in Lystra.
· Timothy had a strong Jewish training in the Scriptures.
Insights into Raising a Child to Love the Lord:


1). Love the Lord yourself- children catch more than we teach.


2). Show up for church with your children on the Lord’s Day.


3). Make sure your children are taught the Scriptures.


4). Live the Scriptures in front of them.


5). Never underestimate your influence as a parent/grandparent.


6). Pray the most desperate prayers for your children while they are young. Plead. Beg. Implore.

Holy Spirit (v. 6-10).

Lydia (v. 14-16).

· The Bible says that the Lord opened Lydia’s heart.
