If you have
reason to believe you may not be an eligible Minister prior to your child’s matriculation, please contact the financial aid
office to discuss it. Upon the Financial Aid Office’s receipt and review of this form, the Wesleyan Minister's Dependent
Grant may be added to the student’s financial aid package and, where applicable, a revised award letter reflecting the
addition will be mailed to the student.
