1. Read James 4:4-5 and 5:13-16 together, taking turns a few verses at a time.
2. James calls people who try to live with one foot with God and one foot in the world "adulterers." Why do 
you think he uses such strong language for that?
3. Two things constantly pull us away from God: the values of the world (status, pleasure, self-reliance) and 
trusting in our stuff. Which one is a bigger temptation for you personally right now?
4. Think about the lie that money and possessions sell us: if I just had the right thing, I'd feel secure, I'd feel 
like enough. Where do you see that lie showing up in your life?
5. Unfaithfulness almost always starts with distance. People stop talking to God and one day the connection 
is just gone. He says the fix is simple: pray. What would it look like for you to stay connected to God this 
week in prayer?

Tell each other one way you are going to commit to praying this week. 

What's something going on in your life that you're excited about?

actually change the way you live? This week James closes with real faithfulness. Not just believing in 
God but staying loyal to Him even when the world keeps pulling you somewhere else.
