Read Romans 8:38-39 (NIrV)

Jesus gave His friends an impossible-sounding mission. 
They were supposed to go tell the entire world about Him. 
That is huge. And they didn’t even have the Internet! But

didn’t have to go into the world alone. They could have 
confidence because God, the Creator of everything, would 
be with them and work through them.
