
DAY 2: NEW MATH

Read Mark 9:35

This verse is like a weird math problem. If you want to 
be first, you have to be last? How can you be first and last 
at the same time? That’s impossible, right? Wrong. God’s 
math is WAY different from ours. God knows that it’s better 
to put others first. It’s better to place the wants and needs 
of others ahead of our own. When you do, you’re showing 
God that you trust Him. You don’t have to push ahead and 
get your way all of the time. It is possible to love like Jesus, 
even when it’s hard.   

Grab a piece of paper. Think about a time this week when 
you didn’t love someone else because it was hard. Maybe 
you shoved your way to the front of the line or chose 
the bigger half of the cookie. Draw a picture of how you 
would respond differently if you chose to love like Jesus 
instead.  

Thank God for teaching you some new math—that last 
really means first.

  

DAY 3: CHOOSE TO AGREE

Read Romans 12:16

Do you ever have trouble admitting when you’re wrong? 
It can be really hard sometimes, can’t it? When you admit 
you’ve been wrong, you’re proving that your friendship 
is WAY more important than being right.  Agreeing with 
one another doesn’t mean that you never say what’s on 
your mind, but it does mean that you think about how to 
protect the relationship and stay friends even when you 
might disagree.

Think about a time this past week when you disagreed 
with a friend. What part did you play in the argument? 
Remember: With help from the Holy Spirit, you can love 
like Jesus, even when it’s hard. Do you need to apologize 
to that friend and make things right? Ask God to help 
you “agree with one another” the next time you see that 
friend and work hard to make things right.

DAY 4: LOVE YOUR ENEMIES

Read Matthew 5:44-45

Now think about the person in your life who is hard to love. 
Maybe they bug you, maybe they’re unkind, maybe they’ve 
wronged you in some way and never said they were sorry. 
What if God chose to treat you the way you’re tempted to 
treat the person that’s hard to love? 

Every time you choose to love someone who is hard to 
love, it’s an act of worship. So this week, even when it’s 
hard, ask the Holy Spirit to help you choose to love. Not 
because that person deserves it, but because you follow 
Jesus and want to worship God through your actions.

DAY 5: LOVE ABOVE ALL

Read 1 Peter 4:8

Loving one another deeply means loving when it’s easy 
and especially when it’s hard! It’s choosing to love with our 
whole hearts. Because that kind of love means admitting 
we were wrong, it means apologizing (and really meaning 
it), it means asking for forgiveness and then trying to do 
better in the future. 

Grab a small ceramic bowl, a dry-erase marker, and a 
measuring cup of water. Pressing lightly, draw a simple 
stick figure person on the surface of the bowl. Then, 
slowly pour the water from the edge of the container. 
Watch as the dry-erase “person” moves and floats on the 
surface of the water. Remember that love moves us to 
act. Ask God to help you choose to love others, even when 
it’s hard. 
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
