o What is our Big Idea for today? God's words are always in season.  
• CHALLENGE: This week, try to practice a memory verse with your kids! Talk 

about how God’s words are always in season and when we hide them in our 
hearts (by memorizing!) we can hear from God in every season as we 
remember what the Bible says! Don’t know where to start, use our memory 
verse of the month!

Let's practice making a joyful noise like Psalm 100 says to do!  

o What is our Big Idea for today? We can thank God for every season!  
• CHALLENGE: Make a thankful jar/bowl with your kids. Sit down one day 

and write down all the things you can be thankful for on slips of paper and 
add them to your jar or bowl. Then a random times, pull out a slip of paper, 
read it, and then together thank God for what you had written down!

• BIBLE: Psalm 23 
• ASK:  

o What do you call a song or poem about God? A psalm. Psalm 23 
says God is our what? A shepherd. 
What does a shepherd do? Lead and take care of the sheep. Is God 
with us in the good times and hard times? Yes! When can we trust 
God to lead us? In every season!  

o What is our Big Idea for today? God leads us in every season.  
• CHALLENGE: Give your kid the chance to lead your family in something this 

week – maybe it’s a puzzle, game, or them teaching you something that 
they know! Talk about how you followed their lead and how when we need 
help in life, we can follow God! In every season, God is the best leader for 
us – no matter how big or small, young or old we are!   
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
