The Leader and People pray responsively 

Father, we pray for your holy Catholic Church; 

  That we all may be one. 

Grant that every member of the Church may truly and humbly serve you;  

  That your Name may be glorified by all people. 

We pray for all bishops, priests, and deacons;  

  That they may be faithful ministers of your Word and Sacraments. 

We pray for all who govern and hold authority in the nations of the world;  

  That there may be justice and peace on the earth. 

Give us grace to do your will in all that we undertake;  

  That our works may find favor in your sight. 

Have compassion on those who suffer from any grief or trouble;  

  That they may be delivered from their distress. 

Give to the departed eternal rest;  

  Let light perpetual shine upon them. 

We praise you for your saints who have entered into joy;  

  May we also come to share in your heavenly kingdom. 

Special intercessions may be offered at this time.

Keep all those with Hispanic heritage in your care, hold them in your love, and make us fierce 

advocates and allies for welcome, inclusion, and the common good.   Amen.

THE GREAT THANKSGIVING: EUCHARISTIC PRAYER A   
God be with you. 

  And also with you. 

Lift up your hearts. 

  We lift them to the Lord. 

Let us give thanks to the Lord our God. 

  It is right to give our thanks and praise. 
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It is right, and a good and joyful thing, always and everywhere to give thanks to you, Almighty God, 
Creator of heaven and earth, for by water and the Holy Spirit you have made us a new people in 
Jesus Christ our Lord, to show forth your glory in all the world. 

Therefore we praise you, joining our voices with Angels and Archangels and with all the company of 
heaven, who for ever sing this hymn to proclaim the glory of your Name: 
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(The people stand or kneel.) 

Holy and gracious God: In your infinite love you made us for yourself; and, when we had fallen into 

sin and become subject to evil and death, you, in your mercy, sent Jesus Christ, your only and eternal 

Son, to share our human nature, to live and die as one of us, to reconcile us to you, the God and 

maker of all. 

Jesus stretched out his arms upon the cross, and offered himself in obedience to your will, a perfect 

sacrifice for the whole world.

  Christ has died. Christ is risen. Christ will come again. 

We celebrate the memorial of our redemption, Almighty God, in this sacrifice of praise and 

thanksgiving. Recalling Christ’s death, resurrection, and ascension, we offer you these gifts. 

Sanctify them by your Holy Spirit to be for your people the Body and Blood of your Son, the holy 

food and drink of new and unending life in Christ. Sanctify us also that we may faithfully receive this 

holy Sacrament, and serve you in unity, constancy, and peace; and at the last day bring us with all 

your saints into the joy of your eternal kingdom. 

All this we ask through Jesus Christ our Savior. By Christ, and with Christ, and in Christ, in the unity 

of the Holy Spirit all honor and glory is yours, Almighty God, now and for ever.   AMEN.
