Please do 
not touch the upper part of the chalice or intinct the bread. 
Bread only: Left side. After receiving bread, cross both arms over your chest to indicate no wine. 
Blessing only: Either side: If you or your child wish to receive a priest's blessing instead of bread and 
wine, please cross your arms over your chest.
