OLD TESTAMENT LESSON: Genesis 21:8-21

The child grew, and was weaned; and Abraham made a great feast on the day that Isaac was weaned.

NEW TESTAMENT LESSON:6:1b-11

Should we continue in sin in order that grace may abound? By no means! How can we who died to sin go
on living in it? Do you not know that all of us who have been baptized into Christ Jesus were baptized
into his death? Therefore we have been buried with him by baptism into death, so that, just as Christ was
raised from the dead by the glory of the Father, so we too might walk in newness of life.

For if we have been united with him in a death like his, we will certainly be united with himin a
resurrection like his. We know that our old self was crucified with him so that the body of sin might be
destroyed, and we might no longer be enslaved to sin. For whoever has died is freed from sin. But if we
have died with Christ, we believe that we will also live with him. We know that Christ, being raised from
the dead, will never die again; death no longer has dominion over him. The death he died, he died to sin,
once for all; but the life he lives, he lives to God. So you also must consider yourselves dead to sin and
alive to God in Christ Jesus.

Bread and wine: You will receive bread in your hand, which you should immediately consume, and then
you will drink from the chalice. You may assist in directing the wine to your lips, touching only the base of
the chalice. Please do not touch the upper part of the chalice.

Intinction: You may very carefully dip the edge of the wafer in the wine. Please do not touch the upper
part of the chalice.

Bread only: After receiving bread, cross both arms over your chest to indicate no wine.

Blessing only: If you or your child wish to receive a priest's blessing instead of bread and wine, please
cross your arms over your chest.
