Paul, called to be an apostle of Christ Jesus by the will of God,
and our brother Sosthenes,

To the church of God that is in Corinth, to those who are
sanctified in Christ Jesus, called to be saints, together with all
those who in every place call on the name of our Lord Jesus
Christ, both their Lord and ours:

Grace to you and peace from God our Father and the Lord Jesus
Christ.

I give thanks to my God always for you because of the grace of
God that has been given you in Christ Jesus, for in every way you
have been enriched in him, in speech and knowledge of every
kind-- just as the testimony of Christ has been strengthened
among you-- so that you are not lacking in any spiritual gift as
you wait for the revealing of our Lord Jesus Christ. He will also
strengthen you to the end, so that you may be blameless on the
day of our Lord Jesus Christ.

The Gospel | John 1:29-42

The Holy Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ according to John.
Glory to you, Lord Christ.

John saw Jesus coming toward him and declared, “Here is the
Lamb of God who takes away the sin of the world! This is he of
whom | said, ‘After me comes a man who ranks ahead of me
because he was before me.’ | myself did not know him; but | came
baptizing with water for this reason, that he might be revealed

to Israel.” And John testified, “I saw the Spirit descending from
heaven like a dove, and it remained on him. | myself did not know
him, but the one who sent me to baptize with water said to me,
‘He on whom you see the Spirit descend and remain is the one
who baptizes with the Holy Spirit.” And | myself have seen and
have testified that this is the Son of God.”

The next day John again was standing with two of his disciples,
and as he watched Jesus walk by, he exclaimed, “Look, here

is the Lamb of God!” The two disciples heard him say this,

and they followed Jesus. When Jesus turned and saw them
following, he said to them, “What are you looking for?” They
said to him, “Rabbi” (which translated means Teacher), “where
are you staying?” He said to them, “Come and see.” They came
and saw where he was staying, and they remained with him that
day. It was about four o’clock in the afternoon. One of the two
who heard John speak and followed him was Andrew, Simon
Peter’s brother. He first found his brother Simon and said to him,
“We have found the Messiah” (which is translated Anointed).

He brought Simon to Jesus, who looked at him and said, “You
are Simon son of John. You are to be called Cephas” (which is
translated Peter).

I believe in God, the Father almighty, creator of heaven and
earth.

Do you believe in Jesus Christ, the Son of God?

I believe in Jesus Christ, his only Son, our Lord. He was
conceived by the power of the Holy Spirit and born of the
Virgin Mary. He suffered under Pontius Pilate, was crucified,
died, and was buried. He descended to the dead. On the third
day he rose again. He ascended into heaven, and is seated at
the right hand of the Father. He will come again to judge the
living and the dead.

Do you believe in God the Holy Spirit?

I believe in the Holy Spirit, the holy catholic Church, the
communion of saints, the forgiveness of sins, the resurrection
of the body, and the life everlasting.

Will you continue in the apostles' teaching and fellowship, in the
breaking of bread, and in the prayers?
I will, with God's help.

Will you persevere in resisting evil, and, whenever you fall into
sin, repent and return to the Lord?
1 will, with God's help.

Will you proclaim by word and example the Good News of God in
Christ.
1 will, with God's help.

Will you seek and serve Christ in all persons, loving your
neighbor as yourself?
I will, with God's help.

Will you strive for justice and peace among all people, and
respect the dignity of every human being?
I will, with God's help.
