by letter, as though from us, to the effect that the day of the Lord
is already here. Let no one deceive you in any way; for that day
will not come unless the rebellion comes first and the lawless one
is revealed, the one destined for destruction. He opposes and
exalts himself above every so-called god or object of worship, so
that he takes his seat in the temple of God, declaring himself to
be God. Do you not remember that | told you these things when |
was still with you?

But we must always give thanks to God for you, brothers and
sisters beloved by the Lord, because God chose you as the first
fruits for salvation through sanctification by the Spirit and through
belief in the truth. For this purpose he called you through our
proclamation of the good news, so that you may obtain the glory
of our Lord Jesus Christ. So then, brothers and sisters, stand firm
and hold fast to the traditions that you were taught by us, either
by word of mouth or by our letter.

Now may our Lord Jesus Christ himself and God our Father, who
loved us and through grace gave us eternal comfort and good
hope, comfort your hearts and strengthen them in every good
work and word.

The Gospel | Luke 20:27-38

The Holy Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ according to Luke.
Glory to you, Lord Christ.

Some Sadducees, those who say there is no resurrection, came
to Jesus and asked him a question, "Teacher, Moses wrote for

us that if a man's brother dies, leaving a wife but no children, the
man shall marry the widow and raise up children for his brother.
Now there were seven brothers; the first married, and died
childless; then the second and the third married her, and so in the
same way all seven died childless. Finally the woman also died.
In the resurrection, therefore, whose wife will the woman be? For
the seven had married her."

Jesus said to them, "Those who belong to this age marry and
are given in marriage; but those who are considered worthy of a



place in that age and in the resurrection from the dead neither
marry nor are given in marriage. Indeed they cannot die anymore,
because they are like angels and are children of God, being
children of the resurrection. And the fact that the dead are raised
Moses himself showed, in the story about the bush, where he
speaks of the Lord as the God of Abraham, the God of Isaac,

and the God of Jacob. Now he is God not of the dead, but of the
living; for to him all of them are alive."

Do you turn to Jesus Christ and accept him as your Savior?

Do you put your whole trust in his grace and love?
I do.

Do you promise to follow and obey him as your Lord?
I do.

The congregation stands. The Celebrant addresses the congregation, saying

Will you who witness these vows do all in your power to support
this child in their life in Christ?
We wiill.

Let us join with those who are committing themselves to Christ
and renew our own baptismal covenant.

The Baptismal Covenant

Do you believe in God the Father?
I believe in God, the Father almighty, creator of heaven and
earth.

Do you believe in Jesus Christ, the Son of God?

I believe in Jesus Christ, his only Son, our Lord. He was
conceived by the power of the Holy Spirit and born of the Virgin
Mary. He suffered under Pontius Pilate, was crucified, died, and
was buried. He descended to the dead. On the third day he rose
again. He ascended into heaven, and is seated at the right hand
of the Father. He will come again to judge the living and the
dead.

Do you believe in God the Holy Spirit?

I believe in the Holy Spirit, the holy catholic Church, the
communion of saints, the forgiveness of sins, the resurrection
of the body, and the life everlasting.

Will you continue in the apostles' teaching and fellowship, in the
breaking of bread, and in the prayers?
I will, with God's help.



Will you persevere in resisting evil, and, whenever you fall into
sin, repent and return to the Lord?
I will, with God's help.

Will you proclaim by word and example the Good News of God in
Christ.
I will, with God's help.

Will you seek and serve Christ in all persons, loving your
neighbor as yourself?
I will, with God's help.

Will you strive for justice and peace among all people, and
respect the dignity of every human being?
I will, with God's help.

The Thanksgiving over the Water
