The  FIRST LESSON  • ISAIAH 42 :1-9 

Here is my servant, whom I uphold, 
    my chosen, in whom my soul delights;

eternal redemption. For if the blood of goats and bulls, with the sprinkling 
of the ashes of a heifer, sanctifies those who have been defiled so that 
their flesh is purified, how much more will the blood of Christ, who 
through the eternal Spirit offered himself without blemish to God, purify 
our conscience from dead works to worship the living God!
For this reason he is the mediator of a new covenant, so that those who are 
called may receive the promised eternal inheritance, because a death has 
occurred that redeems them from the transgressions under the first covenant.

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The  GOSPEL  • JOHN 12 :1-11 

The Holy Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ according to John.  
Glory to you, Lord Christ. 
Six days before the Passover Jesus came to Bethany, the home of Lazarus, 
whom he had raised from the dead. There they gave a dinner for him. 
Martha served, and Lazarus was one of those at the table with him. Mary 
took a pound of costly perfume made of pure nard, anointed Jesus' feet, 
and wiped them with her hair. The house was filled with the fragrance 
of the perfume. But Judas Iscariot, one of his disciples (the one who was 
about to betray him), said, "Why was this perfume not sold for three 
hundred denarii and the money given to the poor?" (He said this not 
because he cared about the poor, but because he was a thief; he kept the 
common purse and used to steal what was put into it.) Jesus said, "Leave 
her alone. She bought it so that she might keep it for the day of my burial. 
You always have the poor with you, but you do not always have me.” 
When the great crowd of the Jews learned that he was there, they came 
not only because of Jesus but also to see Lazarus, whom he had raised 
from the dead. So the chief priests planned to put Lazarus to death as well, 
since it was on account of him that many of the Jews were deserting and 
were believing in Jesus.

Therefore we proclaim the mystery of faith:

Christ has died.

We celebrate the memorial of our redemption, O Father, in this sacrifice 
of praise and thanksgiving. Recalling his death, resurrection, and ascension, 
we offer you these gifts.
Sanctify them by your Holy Spirit to be for your people the Body and 
Blood of your Son, the holy food and drink of new and unending life in 
him. Sanctify us also that we may faithfully receive this holy Sacrament, 
and serve you in unity, constancy, and peace; and at the last day bring us 
with all your saints into the joy of your eternal kingdom.
All this we ask through your Son Jesus Christ. By him, and with him, and in 
him, in the unity of the Holy Spirit all honor and glory is yours, Almighty 
Father, now and for ever. AMEN. 
And now as our Savior Christ has taught us, we are bold to pray,
