RECC Ministry Report: Pastor Nate Johnson
· This year has been a year of growth! This is due to the blessing of God and all of our amazing people that volunteer and always go the extra mile. Thank you!
RECC Youth Ministry Report: Chris Shortreed- Youth Ministry Director
· Chris graduated this spring with his masters degree. The youth ministry has continued to grow! There's been 15-20 kids attending just in our 6-8th grade group. The 9th-12th grade group is 4-6 students per week. We are working with the other churches to host released time this year, and have about 20 students going to that each week. Sunday School has been going great this year! Thank you to all of the leaders involved throughout all our youth programs. We have been busy fundraising for our UNITE trip coming up this summer.
2023 Financial & Audit Report: Todd Peterson- Treasurer
· The church books were audited by the trustees. We surpassed our expectation of offerings collected for the year. Our expenses also exceeded our budget, but we were still in the black for the year by a little over $9,000.
Trustee Board Report: Kelly Christianson- Trustee Board Chair
· We re-did the sidewalk this past summer, and that project came in under budget. We did have it in our budget to replace the lights in the sanctuary, but we put that project on hold. Thank you so much to all of our trustees who’ve been working so hard! The kitchen project is underway in the planning and ordering phase. Steve Nelson construction will be handling the project for us. We will plan to do the remodel in May.
2024 Budget Presentation & Vote: Kelly Christianson- Trustee Board Chair
· Kelly presented the budget. This was also presented at our last congregational meeting back in November. Insurance went way up this past year, and there are a few other increases in cost. Therefore, we are looking at a shortfall of $26,000 for 2024. However, we do still have an emergency fund, and money in our “Church Mission Reserve” fund. We are also erring on the conservative side for our offering side of the budget.
· We had a lot of conversation regarding supporting the North Region Pregnancy Center as a $6,000 line item in our budget, as it states in the budget proposal. Multiple people would like to see the $6,000 support being moved from its own line item, to being under the “Missions” fund. This change would mean that the Missions & Outreach board would be in charge of allocating that out, and it would increase their budget from $10,000 to $16,000.
· Rachel Krahn brought up that she would like to see the playground equipment renovation project be added to the “Capital Improvements” budget. Kelly mentioned that we would then need someone with a passion for that project to take on the planning of, so they have a budget for it to present to the trustees.

Director of Youth Ministry Annual Report 2024

From January to December 2024, there has been a lot going on in the youth ministry. We continued to see great numbers from both groups through the rest of the ‘23-24 school year and into the ‘24-25 school year. We brought our biggest group of students to the Bluewater Winter Retreat in the spring, though several students had to back out at the last minute as the girl’s hockey team made it to state. 

We went on a Ski Trip with multiple churches from our area in March of ’24. We held our annual End of School Year Party at the city park with outstanding numbers and participation with other churches in May. We also continued our annual trip to the Country Corn Maze in the Fall of ’24 with the other churches in Roseau. This year, we filled the bus with 40+ students for that event alone, and many more drove. 

In the summer of ‘24, we sent two students to Adventures in Leadership (AIL). There, they faced challenges unlike anything that past students experienced. Torrential downpour and tornado warnings are just a small portion of their AIL experience. They lead devotionals, navigated the boundary waters, and were pushed to their limits. In the end, both students came out on top and learned how they can be better leaders. One student has even takin the opportunity to help lead the younger group (Thrive). 

Bluewater Covenant Bible Camp is the highlight of the summer for many who attend. Though we saw a small number of students attend from our church, God has continued to work in the ministry there. I had the opportunity to be at several of the camps throughout the summer months, including Trailblazers A, Navigators A, Highlanders, and the Men’s Retreat. I was able to connect with many students, counselors, staff, and speakers. Though I didn’t speak this summer, I was able to get an idea of their overall theme, MADE NEW, and to hear the different speakers understanding of the theme. 

UNITE 2024, was the biggest event of the year. For us, UNITE 2024 would be held in Bowling Green Ohio. We were given less than a year to put together funding, travel plans, and lodging if needed. Initial costs we were looking at was around $1000 per student. We planned to travel via airplane from Minneapolis to Detroit and then have a bus ride from Detroit to Bowling Green. We left Sunday after a church service and arrived at a local church in the cities. There we found out that our flight had been canceled due to mechanical issues with the plane. The next flight by that airline would not be until Thursday. 
After a night of calls to Pastor Nate, Tony, Traci, the airline, Ginny Olson (the Director of Youth Ministry for the Northwest Conference), other youth directors having the same issues, talking with Katelyn Kofstad (my female leader for this trip), and lots of prayer, we made the decision to drive. We informed the families that evening, and set out for a 10 hour drive to Bowling Green in the early AM. I made sure to let Pastor Nate and the families know where we were throughout the trip, and we made it to Bowling Green toward the end of the check-in time window. 
UNITE was an amazing experience for the students. 7 out of our 9 students received Christ for the first time or rededicated their lives to Him.
On the way back, we learned that the Microsoft Crowdstrike shutdown many things including airlines and gas stations. It was pointed out to me by a student that God’s plan and protection for us could be seen as we were just not meant to fly. I was even told that some other youth groups had to wait until late Monday evening for return flights (the last day of UNITE was a Friday). We returned safely Saturday evening splitting the trip in 2 legs. 

MUUUCE was an adventure, having been my first time attending. It was a whirlwind of 48+ hours, and I’m thankful that I did not have to drive (shoutout to Sheldon Espe). From arrival to departure, the students were having a blast. Valley Fair was a big highlight. What makes it extra special for me was that my students got to meet my youth pastor, Heather Flies, as she was one of the speakers. We also had a little issue with housing, but it was sorted almost immediately. 

The ’24-25 Youth Group kicked off in September. Thrive and Impact both meet regularly on Wednesdays here at the church. Thrive has been going through the Gospel of Mark, highlighting specific passages as we read. The older group, Impact, we started with some apologetics. We answered specific questions like: “what is apologetics?,” “why does God allow suffering?,” and “is Jesus the only way?” We also held a session where students could ask questions about their faith, and possibly get answers. And since the end of November, Impact has been studying Hebrews.

We brought our largest group of students to the Bluewater Fall Retreat with 11 students attending this year. We were joined by many other churches and had a great time listening to Micah and Penny as our guest speakers.

We are not doing Release Time in the school year of 2024-25. Instead, we have decided to run small events 3 or 4 time a year were students grades 3-5 can get together, have fun, and learn a little about Jesus. Our first event was in November, and we went bowling. We had at least 30 students attend.

Administrative Assistant Annual Report 2024

I joined RECC as the Administrative Assistant on August 5, 2024, and I am grateful for the opportunity to serve this devoted congregation. My role is to support the church’s administrative needs, ensuring smooth daily operations and providing assistance to the Senior Pastor, Youth Ministry Director, the church boards and congregation. 

The transition from Marisa Shortreed, the former Administrative Assistant and Building Custodian, to my role as the new Administrative Assistant was as seamless as possible. The handover process included training sessions as well as a detailed Admin Handbook covering all the areas of the position. Bluewater Bible Camp Committee Annual Report 2024
Theme- Made New
Bluewater Covenant Bible Camp is a Christ-Loving Bible camps near Grand Rapids MN. 
Their mission is to provide both a spiritually and physically enthusiastic environment that brings people into a loving relationship with God and others through Jesus Christ through youth camps, men’s & women’s retreats, family camps and more! 
Roseau Covenant Church (RECC) is one of the 12 churches that own this amazing camp. 
Our committee promotes youth, men’s, women’s & family camps.
These camps are open to anyone regardless of church affiliation (or no affiliation) or where you live.
 
Youth Camps- We provided transportation (bus &/or van) to 109 kids from Roseau, Warroad, Baudette, Karlstad, Thief River Falls and beyond in 2024 to Bluewater’s 9 youth camps. (June-August)
Transportation is crucial! Many of these kids would not be able to attend camp without a ride to 
and from camp. (The cost remains $30 each)    
Early registration incentives for youth camps- In an attempt to get more kids registered for camp early due to camps filling up earlier and earlier each year (with many having a waiting list) we decided to offer early registration incentives- $75 off if registered by March 31 & $50 off if registered by April 30. 
91 of the 109 registered kids we helped transport to camp took advantage of this offer.
Scholarships- We blessed 5 youth (& their families) with full registration fee scholarships totaling -$1,200.00. Full & partial scholarships are available for all camps including Fall youth camp. The RECC scholarship funds exist for those who may not be able to attend camp due to financial barriers. 
Donations are always welcomed!
 
Men & Boys Retreat- a group of men/boys attended Men’s retreat June 23-25. 
Women’s Retreat- we helped promote and coordinate transportation for both June and Sept. retreats.
Family Camp- registrations handled directly through Bluewater. (bluewatercamp.com) 
  
Thank you to our bus drivers- Sheldon Espe, Bob Ruud & Darrin Smedsmo!! (We need more!) Dave Anderson, Rachel Krahn, Katelyn Kofstad, Marisa & Chris Shortreed, and Traci Fichter shared in driving the van with the smaller groups. Marisa Shortreed managed registrations, bus requests and
communicating camp transportation details with camp, with the families, and navigating the incentives. 
A BIG thank you to Marisa, Chris, Pastor Nate Johnson, and others who helped with the many ministry opportunities including bus loading, unloading, and connecting with campers and their families.  
We love being the face of Bluewater Bible Camp to our community.

RECC Church Family, 

Much of the work of the Christian Formation Board continued as normal - Sunday School, VBS, Teacher Appreciation Sunday, Senior Sunday, presenting 2nd graders with Bibles, supporting Pastor Nate as he resumed confirmation classes, providing activity bags, organizing nursery workers, and running Children’s Church. This work is ongoing, year-round, and for most of the year, weekly. It’s good work, it’s important work, and it’s the result of a small army of faithful volunteers and committed CF Board members. To those people, a heartfelt thank you!

Outside of the “normal” scope of CF responsibilities, this year multiple board members worked tirelessly to oversee the purchase and building of our new playground. Special thanks to Allie Cummings, Tiffany Otto, and Rob Stroot for all the behind the scenes legwork to make the purchase happen, and then to Rob, his family, and others Rob recruited to help for their countless hours assembling. The playground upgrade is a blessing in more ways than one - providing a safe place to play, an option to entertain kids during Bible studies, VBS, Children’s Church, etc, and just peek out there more Sundays than not spring to fall after church and you’ll see it full of our kids. Thank you to the congregation for financially supporting this project.

As our church continues to grow, so does our need for volunteers. This would be a particular and ongoing challenge the CF Board has faced this year. We are grateful for every infant to middle schooler who joins us Sunday mornings for nursery, Sunday School, and Children’s Church, but that also means we need to provide adults every Sunday to invest in these kids. Please continue to be mindful of this need and pray that God would lay it on people’s hearts to serve in children’s ministry. 

A note on the CF budget, as you can see in the included overview of 2024 expenses, we exceeded our $7,500 budget slightly. As our congregation grows, so does our children’s ministry, including the accompanying expenses of running our children’s programming. It’s important to me that our volunteers don’t feel burdened by the need to provide their own supplies, and moving forward I think it’s important to be mindful of not passing expenses to volunteers so that our children’s ministry programs and volunteer base are sustainable for all involved.

Summary Report for 2024
In 2024 we made intentional efforts to share information with the congregation on the variety of missionaries and ministries that we support.  Each month, we highlighted a different missionary/ministry during one Sunday morning service.  We were able to connect with them by video, newsletters, photos, or sometimes in person.  We feel that God has placed these people on our hearts at this time for His purpose and glory.  With your prayerful and financial support, we have been able to connect with people all over the world.
Our budget was increased in 2024 in order to support the North Region Pregnancy Care Center financially.  This ministry is a local pregnancy resource center that has faced financial hardship in the past.  But with the generosity of people in our communities, their work can continue, and will continue as the Lord desires.  One dresser from our congregation was donated to a local mother in need.  
Some of this year’s highlights include: 
April:  We sent 15 people to put together meals at the Feed My Starving Children event in Grand Forks. Our spaghetti feed raised over $200 to send to the event.
July: We hosted the annual Carnival Workers’ potluck at the Roseau County Fair.  This year we served about 150 people from our congregation and the fair.  This event provides the opportunity for us to connect with others through sharing a meal together.  We were able to provide 20 Action Bibles for the fairworkers, who were excited to share them with their families.
October:  Our Fall Festival raised money for the Bluewater Scholarship Fund and the Kitchen/Playground Projects.  Chad Persons from Bluewater Covenant Bible Camp was our guest speaker.  We had a Praise Choir sing during the service.  The Mission Board served a turkey meal for the congregation to enjoy.
November/December:  We sent about 108 Shoeboxes full of gifts to the Operation Christmas Child this year.  We participated in the local toy drive through Northwest Community Action.

Trustee Board Annual Report 2024

This past year the congregation approved the spending to remodel our kitchen, which started in April and finished in September.  This was a large project that took many of our church members many hours to help plan, design and implement the process.  The total project cost came in right around $170,000, with roughly $90,000 being donated for this project throughout the year.  The church utilized reserved funds along with taking out a $50,000 loan from Citizens State Bank to finance the project.  The new kitchen looks great and is a lot more functional than what we had before.

The other main project the congregation approved was upgrading our playground equipment.  This project started a little later in the summer and was completed around the end of September.  The total cost of this project was roughly $15,000 with roughly $5,500 in donations and Fall Fest money.  I believe we will need to purchase another load of pea rock next summer to fill the enclosed area.  The new playground set is very sturdy and looks awesome and should last a very long time.

Our Church Insurance has gone up significantly over the last several years and this past year it took another very large increase.  This led us to start looking for other alternatives.  We settled on switching our insurance over to Church Mutual, which specializes in churches and has been around for 125 years.  We ended up getting better coverage and reducing our total premiums down to roughly ½ of what our old insurance company wanted to charge us.

You will notice in the year-end financials that our expenses for our Van and Bus were way up this past year.  Please keep in mind that we are dealing with fairly old vehicles that at times will require some unexpected breakdown expenses.  Part of these expenses include the cost of having and operating a DOT licensed vehicle along with the regulation costs and reporting costs of our DOT drivers.

Our church continues to be in a good financial position, but our building maintenance and updates remains to be a constant that takes money.  Our goal as Trustees is to manage these maintenance and update items so there are no big surprises in one year that would have a negative effect on our churches financial position.  

In closing I would like to share my appreciation for the members of your Trustee Board, they do a wonderful job keeping our building and grounds in great shape.  I would also like to thank our decorating committee that keeps our church fresh and looking awesome along with our custodian Anika that keeps our church clean.
