Hebrews 13:1-6

Prov 14:12 “There is a way that seems right to a person, but its end is the way
of death.”

Hebrews 12 warns us don’t walk away from Jesus, keep your eyes on Him.
Hebrews 13 shows us what it looks like to walk with Him.

Because God’s kingdom is unshakable, our lives should be unmistakably
faithful.

(12:28-29) What does it mean to worship God? Worship is a moment-by-moment
commitment to live in communion with God and glorify Him in all that we do.

I (Vs 1-5a) We commit to a life of worship by honoring God’s commands.

1) (Vs 1) Love your local church family.
2) (Vs 2) Show compassion to people.
3) (Vs 3) Remember those who suffer.
4) (Vs 4) Live with moral purity.

5) (Vs5) Resistloving money.

Il. (Vs 5b-6) God'’s presence empowers a life of faithfulness.

“The person who trusts in the Lord, whose confidence indeed is in the Lord, is
blessed. He will be like a tree planted by water: it sends its roots out toward a
stream, it doesn’t fear when heat comes, and its foliage remains green. It will not
worry in a year of drought our cease producing fruit.” — Jeremiah 17:7-8
