The Spirit Filled Life – Peace 

Philippians 4:6-7 
 

Galatians 5:22-23, 25 - Grace is the root; peace is the fruit.  
We can’t receive peace until we embrace grace.  
 

Peace is an enduring sense of stability and calmness found in a faithful 
relationship with God. 
 

I. (Vs 6a) We should not worry about anything. 
See Matthew 6:25-34 

 

II. (Vs 6b) We should pray about everything. 
 

III. (Vs 7) The peace of God will guard our hearts and minds  
 

When we receive the gift of the Holy Spirit, we experience the presence 
of God who brings and build peace in our life! 
 

Obstacles to peace: 
1) Doubting God’s promises  
2) Refusal to reconcile with others  
3) Unconfessed sin  
4) Bitterness and unforgiveness  
5) Neglecting the Word of God  
 

Obstacles are opportunities to see the power of God displayed in the life 
of a person of faith. 

 

John 16:33, “I have told you these things so that in me you may have 
peace. You will have suffering in this world.  Be courageous! I have
