The Spirit Filled Life – Faithfulness 

Galatians 5:22-23, 25; Hebrews 10:23 

 

The word faithfulness describes a person who is reliable,  
loyal, and trustworthy. 
 

Galatians 5:22-23, 25 

God tells us that if we walk by the Holy Spirit, then He will give us  
the gift of faithfulness.  In other words, God will help us be faithful! 
 

Hebrews 10:23 

1) Faithfulness is a gift from God that enables us to trust Him in all 
circumstances. 
 

2) Faithfulness includes a confession that God is faithful all the time. 
 

3) Faithfulness involves holding on to God’s promises and committing 
to trust Him. 
 

Faithfulness is simply reflecting the character of God in our daily 
lives, through  a  steadfast  commitment  to live  by  the  power of   
His  presence—the Holy Spirit.  It is conviction in action and belief  
that  motivates behavior. 

 

As God abides in us and we abide in Him,  
God grows faithfulness in our life. 

 

Proverbs 3:3-4, “Never let loyalty and faithfulness leave you. Tie them 
around your neck; write them on the tablet of your heart. Then you will 

find favor and high regard with God and people.”
