1.  Gentleness in our culture has a connotation much different than in 
the Bible. 
2.  The word translated gentleness in the Greek language does not 
have an English equivalent.  
 

Gentleness (humility) is not just a virtue shared; gentleness is a 
disposition acquired through intimacy with the Holy Spirit. 
 

How can we be gentle in a world of arrogance, brokenness, and 
roughness?
