A Spirit Filled Life – Self-Control 
Galatians 5:22-23, 25 

Proverbs 25:28 

 
Galatians 5 – Paul helps us find hope in the battle between the flesh and the 
Holy Spirit.  We are not left to fight alone. As we yield to the Spirit, we begin to 
experience transformation from the inside out—a life marked not by defeat, but 
by victory in Jesus. 
 
 

Truth: When we walk in submission to the Holy Spirit, He will help us grow 
in self-control. 
 
 

I) Why is self-control such a big deal? 

1) A refusal to live with self-control will prohibit you from experiencing God’s best 
for your life.    Proverbs 25:28 

 

2) A refusal to live with self-control is indicative of a heart problem. 
 

3) A refusal to live with self-control is not merely a weakness—it is disobedience 
to God’s design for our lives. 
a. God expects us to control our tongue. James 3:6-12 

b. God expects us to control our thoughts. 2 Corinthians 10:5 

c. God expects us to control our desires. 1 John 2:15-17 

 
 

II. How can we join God in His desire to grow self-control in our life? 

1) We can look to Jesus as our example. Titus 2:11-13 

2) We can submit to God’s will and live as obedient children. Romans 8:12-14 

3) We can be disciplined in the Word of God, allowing His truth to shape our life. 
4) We can welcome the accountability of other Christians.
