We See Jesus – Part 2 

Hebrews 2:10-18 

 

This text tells us why Jesus had to become a human and what He 
accomplished for us. 
 

I. (Vs 10-13) Jesus is the pioneer and perfecter of our salvation. 
Pioneer: It was God’s will that Jesus would lead us to glory through 
suffering. 
 

Perfecter: Completion! Jesus was never imperfect but Jesus 
‘perfected’ our salvation by suffering. 
 

II. (Vs 14-18) Jesus endured suffering as a human for us so that    
He could fully identify with us and lead us to glory.  
 

1) (Vs 14) Victory: He joined humanity so that through death He 
might destroy the power of the devil.   
 

2) (Vs 15) Freedom: He joined humanity so He can free us from the 
fear of death. 
 

3) (Vs 17) Reconciliation:    He joined humanity so that He can 
reconcile us to God. 
 

4) (Vs 16, 18) Deliverance: He joined us in humanity so He can 
help us overcome. 

 

When we see Jesus clearly, we gain the courage to finish faithfully. 
 

Clarity of Christ brings courage for the Christian journey.
