“truth” . . .that which conforms with fact or reality – it is genuineness, veracity, or actuality. 

God the Father is “the God of truth” (Ps. 31:5; Isa. 65:16).

Jesus Christ is “full of grace and truth” (John 1:14).

Jesus is “the truth” (John 14:6).

The Holy Spirit is “the Spirit of truth” (John 14:17; John 15:26; John 16:13).

The Apostle Paul calls Scripture “the word of truth” (2 Tim. 2:15).

Jesus prayed, “Your word is truth” (John 17:17).

Truth is that which is consistent with the mind, will, character, glory, and being of God.


3 Steps To Guide You When You Are Looking For An Answer

Authority:  Who has the right to tell me what to do?
Knowledge: Who knows what is best for me to do?
Trustworthiness: Who loves me and wants the best for me?


When it comes to truth . . .

1. [bookmark: _GoBack]God is the one Source and sole Author of truth.

One word of what God says is worth more than ten thousand libraries of what man says.

“Let God be found true, though every man be found a liar.” 
	Romans 3:4
2. God’s truth is absolute and objective.

Something cannot be both true and not true at the same time.

God’s truth is true for all people at all times related to all things.

3. God’s truth does not change because God does not change.

Right is always right and wrong is forever wrong.

“Forever, O Lord, Your word is settled in heaven.” 
	Psalm 119:89

“The grass withers, the flower fades, but the word of God abides forever.” 
	Isaiah 40:8

4. God’s truth possesses supernatural power.

“You will know the truth and the truth will make you free.” 
John 8:32 
When received by faith, the truth delivers our souls 
from the tyranny of sin.

“Sanctify them in the truth; Your word is truth.” 
John 17:17 

5. God’s truth has the final word in all matter.


When the Bible speaks of creation of male and female . . .

1. It does so in poetic form.

“So God created man in His own image;
He created him in the image of God;
He created the male and female.”  
	Genesis 1:27

“For we are His workmanship (poima), created in Christ Jesus for good works, which God prepared ahead of time for us to do.”
	Ephesians 2:10

2. It focuses on the God created sameness of male and female.
“There is neither Jew nor Greek, slave nor free, male nor female, for you are all one in Christ Jesus.” 
	Galatians 3:28

3. It accentuates necessary distinctions.

There are three primary characteristics 
that distinguish males from females:
Different reproductive organs.
Different external anatomy.
The presence or absence of a Y chromosome.

Males and females do not have interchangeable anatomy 
and those differences are not inconsequential.

 “We affirm that when God created human beings, He established a male-female binary that is normatively displayed at the chromosomal level of human biology…these biological markers cannot be legitimately chosen or changed based on personal preference, subjective feeling, or societal norm.”

4. It establishes categories of creation.

“according to its kind” or “according to their kinds” x 10

“separate” x 5 times

God brought order and design out of the chaos of formless emptiness by creating distinct and separate categories.

Because creation distinctions have now become fluid, our culture is sliding back into a dark chaos, leaving us formless and unfulfilled.

5. It reveals one of God’s most important purposes for male and female – intimacy!

“God blessed them and God said to them, ‘Be fruitful, multiply, fill the earth, and subdue it.”
	Genesis 1:28
Men can’t get pregnant – only women can.

6. It was declared to God’s greatest creative achievement.

“God saw all that He had made, and it was very good indeed.”
	Genesis 1:31

“For is was You who created
my inward parts;
You knit me together
in my mother’s womb.
I will praise You
Because I have been remarkably 
and wondrously made.
Your works are wondrous, 
and I know this very well.”
	Psalm 139:13-14

7. It shows that God is for our good.

“Then the Lord God said, ‘It is not good that the man should be alone; I will make a helper fit for him.’”  
	Genesis 2:18

 “This at last is bone of my bones and flesh of my flesh; she shall be called Woman, because she was taken out of man.”  
	Genesis 2:31

“Both the man and his wife were both naked, yet felt no shame.”
	Genesis 2:25

“A woman shall not wear a man’s garment, nor shall a man put on a woman’s cloak, for whoever does these things is an abomination to the Lord your God.”
