North County Hypothermia Shelter. Good Shepherd will once again be supporting the Fairfax County hypothermia shelter
every Wednesday, December through March. COVID-19 restrictions are allowing for in-person servers to return but they will
be limited to 3 individuals (2 are preferred). All volunteers must be fully vaccinated (two shots of Pfizer/Moderna, one of ] &J;
extra booster even better) and provide proof (vaccination card) prior to “volunteering”. All servers must have their
temperature checked and complete a short wellness check form on the evening they serve. Masks and gloves must be worn,
and appropriate social distancing must be observed while in the hypothermia shelter. More volunteers may assist with
getting the meal to the hypothermia room at the start of the evening and to take away everything at the end of the meal.
Vaccination proof will only be done once if serving multiple times. All volunteers must be 18 years or older.

Meals should be delivered between 5:30 p.m. and 5:45 p.m. to the Hypothermia Shelter,; located in the North County Human
Services Building, 1850 Cameron Glen Drive in Reston, just % mile from the Embry Rucker Shelter. Food should be delivered
hot and in disposable containers, along with all the napkins, plates, cups, and plastic utensils needed for the evening.
Restaurant food deliveries are also welcome! Please provide enough food for 40 people.
