Then in Chapter 2 we read about Jonah’s prayer to God.  Chapter 2 ends with the fish vomiting Jonah back out on dry land.  Here in Chapter 3 we see that God calls Jonah again, and he listens.  He goes to Nineveh and preaches, and they all repent!
