Paul told us in 7:12 we were in for a change, and he summed it up like this:  Old Covenant meant temporary priests and earthly, temporary tabernacle.  New Covenant means eternal priest and true, heavenly tabernacle.      Vs. 6 also sums it up with “…he is the mediator of a better covenant, which was established upon better promises.”  FATHER’S DAY NOTE – just like we have earthly Father’s, it’s a picture of our Perfect, Heavenly Father.  The temporary, earthly thing is supposed to point to the true, perfect, eternal thing.
