[image: ]A Greater Tabernacle – Hebrews 9:1-14
Paul is writing to Hebrew Christians, and basically he’s explaining the Old Testament rituals and ceremonies in the context of Christ fulfilling all those things.  He turns his attention to the Tabernacle – which started in Ch. 8 vs. 2 and 5 where it says “the true tabernacle,” and a “shadow of heavenly things…”  Now he goes into more detail of what was in the tabernacle.

i. Ex. 27:16 – “And for the gate of the court shall be an hanging of twenty cubits……”
1. John 14:6 – “Jesus saith unto him, I am the way, the truth, and the life: no man cometh unto the Father, but by me.”
2. John 10:9 – “I am the door: by me if any man enter in, he shall be saved, and shall go in and out, and find pasture.”

b. The Altar of _________________________________________________________
i. Exodus 38:1 – “And he made the altar of burnt offering of shittim wood: five cubits…”
1. Doctrine of Atonement – means a price had to be paid, and Jesus took our penalty.  
2. 1 Peter 2:24 – “Who his own self bare our sins in his own body on the tree, that we, being dead to sins, should live unto righteousness: by whose stripes ye were healed.”
3. 2 Cor. 5:21 – “For he hath made him to be sin for us, who knew no sin; that we might be made the righteousness of God in him.”

i. Vs. 2 – “For there was a tabernacle made; the first, wherein was the candlestick, and the table, and the shewbread; which is called the sanctuary.”

2. John 6:35 – “And Jesus said unto them, I am the bread of life: he that cometh to me shall never hunger; and he that believeth on me shall never thirst.”

ii. John 15:13 – “Greater love hath no man than this, that a man lay down his life for his friends.”
