Remember this was one of 4 Prison epistles.  They were getting attacks from false doctrine so Paul was writing to help.  Started with who Jesus is, and who we are as New Creations in Christ.  We are to put off the old man and put on the new, and this should cause us to live different!  Next it was “God’s Plan for Relationships” – how living this way looks like in our relationships.  Finally, last week was about Prayer.  Today, as we close out Colossians, Paul gives a shout out to many of his fellow workers in Christ.

i. Vs. 18 – “The salutation by the hand of me Paul. Remember my bonds. Grace be with you. Amen.”
ii. Isaiah 53:5 – “But he was wounded for our transgressions, he was bruised for our iniquities: the chastisement of our peace was upon him; and with his stripes we are healed.”
