Paul describes our position before knowing Christ, reminding us He has reconciled us to Himself.  Paul points out he rejoices in sufferings, and then closes the chapter with discussing the dispensation of God and the Mystery of Christ In You!

i. Vs. 20 – “And, having made peace through the blood of his cross, by him to reconcile all things unto himself; by him, I say, whether they be things in earth, or things in heaven.”
ii. Vs. 22 – “….to present you holy and unblameable and unreproveable in his sight.”

i. Vs 20 – “….through the blood of his cross….”
ii. Vs. 22 – “In the body of his flesh through death…..”
iii. Vs. 14 – “In whom we have redemption through his blood, even the forgiveness of sins:”
1. Heb. 9:22 – “And almost all things are by the law purged with blood; and without shedding of blood is no remission.”
iv. 1 Peter 1:18-19 – “Forasmuch as ye know that ye were not redeemed with corruptible things, as silver and gold, from your vain conversation received by tradition from your fathers; But with the precious blood of Christ, as of a lamb without blemish and without spot:”
v. Heb. 9:12 – “Neither by the blood of goats and calves, but by his own blood he entered in once into the holy place, having obtained eternal redemption for us.”

iii. 1 Tim. 3:16 – “And without controversy great is the mystery of godliness: God was manifest in the flesh, justified in the Spirit, seen of angels, preached unto the Gentiles, believed on in the world, received up into glory.”

i. Eph. 1:13 – “In whom ye also trusted, after that ye heard the word of truth, the gospel of your salvation: in whom also after that ye believed, ye were sealed with that holy Spirit of promise, Which is the earnest of our inheritance until the redemption of the purchased possession, unto the praise of his glory.”
ii. Eph. 4:30 – “And grieve not the holy Spirit of God, whereby ye are sealed unto the day of redemption.”
iii. 2 Cor. 1:22 – “Who hath also sealed us, and given the earnest of the Spirit in our hearts.”
