Remember that Hebrews is written to Jews, mostly believing Jews, but some still yet to believe.  Paul has a concern that some in the Jewish church are not appreciating the person and work of Jesus properly.  The chapter continues the theme of “Jesus is Better” and starts with showing us Jesus is better than Moses – who was a hero of the Jews.  Paul also gives us a little history lesson, and lastly talks about Perseverance.

1. The Calling comes from Chapter 2 - 2:10 – “…in bringing many sons unto glory…..”

i. Vs. 3 – “For this man was counted worthy of more glory than Moses, inasmuch as he who hath builded the house hath more honour than the house.”
ii. John 1:17 – “For the law was given by Moses, but grace and truth came by Jesus Christ.”
iii. John 6:32, 35 – “Then Jesus said unto them, Verily, verily, I say unto you, Moses gave you not that bread from heaven; but my Father giveth you the true bread from heaven………. And Jesus said unto them, I am the bread of life: he that cometh to me shall never hunger; and he that believeth on me shall never thirst.”
iv. John 4:14 – “But whosoever drinketh of the water that I shall give him shall never thirst; but the water that I shall give him shall be in him a well of water springing up into everlasting life.”

iv. Vs. 19 – “So we see that they could not enter in because of unbelief.”

i. Vs. 7,13,15 – all say “To day.”
ii. 2 Cor. 6:2 – “……behold, now is the accepted time; behold, now is the day of salvation.”
