[image: ]Christmas Gifts – Matthew 2:1-12
These wise men from the East see the star, and come seeking the Christ child.  They go to Jerusalem and ask King Herod where this King of the Jews is.  The chief priests and scribes pointed to the prophecy in Micah 5:2 that the child would be born in Bethlehem.  Herod lies to the wise men telling them to let him know where the child is so that he can come and worship him as well.  The wise men were warned by God in a dream to return a different way and not tell Herod.  Herod was so mad, he ended up having all the babies in Bethlehem killed that were under the age of 2.  Focus on Vs. 11 – they presented unto him gifts…  But the GREATEST GIFT was:

i. John 1:1-2 – “In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God.  The same was in the beginning with God.  
ii. John 1:14 – “And the Word was made flesh, and dwelt among us, (and we beheld his glory, the glory as of the only begotten of the Father,) full of grace and truth.”

iv. 1 Peter 1:18-19 – “Forasmuch as ye know that ye were not redeemed with corruptible things, as silver and gold, from your vain conversation received by tradition from your fathers; But with the precious blood of Christ, as of a lamb without blemish and without spot:”

c. We need to give Personal and Practical gifts __________________________________
i. Rom. 12:1 – “I beseech you therefore, brethren, by the mercies of God, that ye present your bodies a living sacrifice, holy, acceptable unto God, which is your reasonable service.”
ii. 1 Cor. 6:20 – “For ye are bought with a price: therefore glorify God in your body, and in your spirit, which are God's.”
iii. Titus 2:14 – “Who gave himself for us, that he might redeem us from all iniquity, and purify unto himself a peculiar people, zealous of good works.”
