In Chapter 5 Esther goes to the King, and he shows mercy on her.  She asks if he and Haman can attend a banquet, then another one.  Haman passes Mordecai who doesn’t bow again and he gets angry and has gallows built to hang Mordecai on.  Then Ch. 6, the King can’t sleep and has the “book of records” read to him, and he reads how Mordecai saved his life earlier.  Nothing was done then, so he wanted to reward Mordecai now.
