In Ch. 2 we have “The Search For a New Queen” and of course Esther is chosen as the New Queen.  Then in Ch. 3 we are introduced to Haman, who is promoted to second in the kingdom, but Mordecai wouldn’t bow and so he hatches a plot to have a law passed saying All Jews would be killed on a certain day.  Ch. 4 we see Mordecai reach out to Esther for help, and Esther’s decision on what to do.
