Then we discussed that we have Complete Forgiveness in Christ – ALL sins, nailing it to HIS cross.  Today we end the Chapter with Paul discussing more false teaching going on.

i. Vs. 16 – “Let no man therefore judge you in meat, or in drink, or in respect of an holyday, or of the new moon, or of the sabbath days:”
ii. Matt. 5:17 – “Think not that I am come to destroy the law, or the prophets: I am not come to destroy, but to fulfil.
iii. Gal. 5:1 – “Stand fast therefore in the liberty wherewith Christ hath made us free, and be not entangled again with the yoke of bondage.”
iv. Matt. 15:8-9 – “This people draweth nigh unto me with their mouth, and honoureth me with their lips; but their heart is far from me.  But in vain they do worship me, teaching for doctrines the commandments of men.”

iii. James 4:6 – “But he giveth more grace. Wherefore he saith, God resisteth the proud, but giveth grace unto the humble.”

i. Vs. 18 – “……..and worshipping of angels, intruding into those things which he hath not seen, vainly puffed up by his fleshly mind”
ii. Heb. 1:5-6 – “For unto which of the angels said he at any time, Thou art my Son, this day have I begotten thee? And again, I will be to him a Father, and he shall be to me a Son?  And again, when he bringeth in the firstbegotten into the world, he saith, And let all the angels of God worship him.”
iii. Gal. 1:8 – “But though we, or an angel from heaven, preach any other gospel unto you than that which we have preached unto you, let him be accursed.”

ii. Rom. 12:2 – “And be not conformed to this world: but be ye transformed by the renewing of your mind, that ye may prove what is that good, and acceptable, and perfect, will of God.”

i. Vs. 23 – “Which things have indeed a shew of wisdom in will worship, and humility, and neglecting of the body; not in any honour to the satisfying of the flesh.”
