[image: ]God’s Object Lesson for Jonah – Jonah 4:1-11
In Chapter 1 we read about Jonah fleeing from God – and ending with Jonah thrown into the sea and swallowed by a whale.  Chapter 2 he’s praying and repenting, calling out to God.  Chapter 3 he preaches to Nineveh a short sermon, and the whole city repents!  Here in Chapter 4 we see Jonah upset that God extends mercy to Nineveh.  Then God gives Jonah a little object lesson.

i. Ch. 2 – Jonah cried out to God and he wanted God to hear him and give him forgiveness and another chance.  But he didn’t want God to give Nineveh a 2nd chance.

iv. Vs. 7 – “But God prepared a worm….”
v. Vs. 8 – “…God prepared a vehement east wind…”
