The author of Hebrews is officially not known, but most traditions have it as Paul.  Paul was an expert on Jewish law, having been a Pharisee, was passionate about showing the Jews that keeping the law was an old-covenant concept, but Christ fulfilled those requirements – and that’s what Hebrews is all about.  The epistle was written to Jewish Believers who were still struggling with keeping the law after receiving Christ as Savior. In other words, the Book of Hebrews was written to the Hebrew Christians to tell these Hebrew Christians to stop acting like Jews (Hebrews) and start acting like Christians. These Jewish Christians are being told here that they need to rest in the finished work of Christ and stop all of their Judaistic rituals which they are trusting for righteousness.  The main theme throughout is that Jesus is BETTER.
