Verse 1 starts with “Therefore.”  Remember Chapter 1 last week we went through How Jesus Was Described, and how He is Worthy of our Praise and Worship.  One area we described was how Jesus is Better Than The Angels, and I wanted to expound on that today.  Paul says to give earnest heed to your faith, and then he goes on a little more about the Angels, again reminding us that Jesus is Supreme to them.

1. Jehovah’s Witnesses – believe Jesus is the archangel Michael.  
2. Mormons – believe Jesus is the spirit brother of Lucifer – but Lucifer is a created angel.

i. 1:14 – “Are they not all ministering spirits, sent forth to minister for them who shall be heirs of salvation?”
1. Paul ministered to right before shipwreck at sea (Acts 27)
2. Elijah fleeing for his life (1 Kings 19)
3. Peter when he was in prison (Acts 12)
4. The Angel Gabriel about Christ’s Birth! (Luke 1)
5. The plagues on Egypt, with the death of the firstborn (Exodus 12).
6. Future The Great Tribulation (Revelation Chapter 7-10).

i. Hebrews 6:19 – “Which hope we have as an anchor of the soul, both sure and stedfast, and which entereth into that within the veil;”
ii. Eph. 4:14 – “That we henceforth be no more children, tossed to and fro, and carried about with every wind of doctrine, by the sleight of men, and cunning craftiness, whereby they lie in wait to deceive:”
iii. John 17:17 – “Sanctify them through thy truth: thy word is truth.”
iv. John 1:17 – “For the law was given by Moses, but grace and truth came by Jesus Christ.”
