[image: ]Jesus Our Great High Priest – Hebrews 4:14-5:14
Paul (the writer of Hebrews) ends Chapter 4 describing Jesus as our Great High Priest, and this continues into Chapter 5.  He describes the earthly, Levitical Priesthood and then goes on to describe why Jesus is better than the earthly priesthood, and in fact, He is Our Great High Priest.

i. Vs. 4:15 – “For we have not an high priest which cannot be touched with the feeling of our infirmities; but was in all points tempted like as we are, yet without sin.”
ii. 2 Cor. 5:21 – “For he hath made him to be sin for us, who knew no sin; that we might be made the righteousness of God in him.”
iii. Leviticus 4:3 – “If the priest that is anointed do sin according to the sin of the people; then let him bring for his sin, which he hath sinned, a young bullock without blemish unto the LORD for a sin offering.”

i. Vs. 4:16 – “Let us therefore come boldly unto the throne of grace, that we may obtain mercy, and find grace to help in time of need.”
1. Exodus 30:10 – “And Aaron shall make an atonement upon the horns of it once in a year with the blood of the sin offering of atonements: once in the year shall he make atonement upon it throughout your generations: it is most holy unto the LORD.”
2. Leviticus 23:27 – “Also on the tenth day of this seventh month there shall be a day of atonement: it shall be an holy convocation unto you; and ye shall afflict your souls, and offer an offering made by fire unto the LORD.”

i. Vs. 5:6 – “As he saith also in another place, Thou art a priest for ever after the order of Melchisedec.”
ii. Paul here in Vs. 5-6 is quoting Psalms 2:7, and Psalms 110:4

i. Vs. 5:9 – “And being made perfect, he became the author of eternal salvation unto all them that obey him;”
ii. Heb. 12:2 – “Looking unto Jesus the author and finisher of our faith; who for the……..”

i. Vs. 5:11 – “Of whom we have many things to say, and hard to be uttered, seeing ye are dull of hearing.”
ii. Matt. 11:15 – “He that hath ears to hear, let him hear.”
iii. Rom. 10:17 – “So then faith cometh by hearing, and hearing by the word of God.”
1. Col. 3:16 – “Let the word of Christ dwell in you richly in all wisdom; teaching and admonishing one another in psalms and hymns and spiritual songs, singing with grace in your hearts to the Lord.”
