[image: ]Jesus – the Better Sacrifice – Hebrews 9:15-28
Verse 15 begins by saying Jesus is the mediator of the new testament, by means of his death and sacrifice.  It goes on to describe the Old Testament sacrifices and how they always required a blood sacrifice, and without the shedding of blood there was no remission of sins.  So Jesus came and was the PERFECT BLOOD SACRIFICE needed to offer us eternal inheritance.

ii. Vs. 19-21 – How Moses used blood in everything.
iii. Leviticus 17:11 – “For the life of the flesh is in the blood: and I have given it to you upon the altar to make an atonement for your souls: for it is the blood that maketh an atonement for the soul.”
iv. Acts 17:26 – “And hath made of one blood all nations of men for to dwell on all the face of the earth, and hath determined the times before appointed, and the bounds of their habitation;”

i. Gen. 3:21 – “Unto Adam also and to his wife did the LORD God make coats of skins, and clothed them.”

iii. Exodus 12:13 – “And the blood shall be to you for a token upon the houses where ye are: and when I see the blood, I will pass over you, and the plague shall not be upon you to destroy you, when I smite the land of Egypt.”
iv. John 1:29 – “The next day John seeth Jesus coming unto him, and saith, Behold the Lamb of God, which taketh away the sin of the world.”

i. John 6:63 – “It is the spirit that quickeneth; the flesh profiteth nothing: the words that I speak unto you, they are spirit, and they are life.”

i. Heb. 9:27 – “And as it is appointed unto men once to die, but after this the judgment:”
ii. Gal. 2:20 – “I am crucified with Christ: nevertheless I live; yet not I, but Christ liveth in me: and the life which I now live in the flesh I live by the faith of the Son of God, who loved me, and gave himself for me.”

i. Vs. 15 – “……might receive the promise of eternal inheritance.”
ii. John 3:16 – “For God so loved the world, that he gave his only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have everlasting life.”

i. Vs. 16-17 – Jesus had to die for it to take effect.  
ii. 2 Cor. 5:8 – “We are confident, I say, and willing rather to be absent from the body, and to be present with the Lord.”

c. Jesus ____________________________________________________________________________
i. Vs. 24 – “…..but into heaven itself, now to appear in the presence of God for us:”
ii. Rom. 8:34 – “Who is he that condemneth? It is Christ that died, yea rather, that is risen again, who is even at the right hand of God, who also maketh intercession for us.”
iii. Rev. 12:10 – “And I heard a loud voice saying in heaven, Now is come salvation, and strength, and the kingdom of our God, and the power of his Christ: for the accuser of our brethren is cast down, which accused them before our God day and night.”
