Chapter 11 is commonly called the Faith Hall of Fame because it lists out lots of people that would be in our Faith Hall of Fame.  The word “FAITH” is listed 25 times here in this chapter alone.  The overall purpose of this Chapter is to list out all these examples of Old Testament Saints that showed faith, and we should be encouraged and inspired by them to run our Christian race well with Faith.  

1. The Faith of ____________________________________________________________________________

a. From Isaac we learn about _______________________________________________________
i. Vs. 20 – “By faith Isaac blessed Jacob and Esau concerning things to come.”
1. Proverbs 22:6 – “Train up a child in the way he should go: and when he is old, he will not depart from it.”
2. Ephesians 6:4 – “And, ye fathers, provoke not your children to wrath: but bring them up in the nurture and admonition of the Lord.”

b. From Jacob we learn ____________________________________________________________
i. Vs. 21 – “By faith Jacob, when he was a dying, blessed both the sons of Joseph; and worshipped, leaning upon the top of his staff.”
1. Gen. 32:25 – “And when he saw that he prevailed not against him, he touched the hollow of his thigh; and the hollow of Jacob's thigh was out of joint, as he wrestled with him.”
2. Gen. 32:29 – “……And he blessed him there.”

c. From Joseph we learn ___________________________________________________________
i. Vs. 22 – “By faith Joseph, when he died, made mention of the departing of the children of Israel; and gave commandment concerning his bones.”
ii. Gen. 50:25 – “And Joseph took an oath of the children of Israel, saying, God will surely visit you, and ye shall carry up my bones from hence.”
iii. Ex. 13:19 – “And Moses took the bones of Joseph with him: for he had straitly sworn the children of Israel, saying, God will surely visit you; and ye shall carry up my bones away hence with you.”

i. Vs. 23 – “By faith Moses, when he was born, was hid three months of his parents, because they saw he was a proper child; and they were not afraid of the king's commandment.”
ii. Exodus 1:16-17 – “…….But the midwives feared God, and did not as the king of Egypt commanded them, but saved the men children alive.”
1. Acts 5:29 – “Then Peter and the other apostles answered and said, We ought to obey God rather than men.”
b. We learn that Faith should bring _______________________________________________________
i. Vs. 23 – “……………and they were not afraid of the king's commandment.”
ii. 1 John 4:18 – “There is no fear in love; but perfect love casteth out fear…………..”
iii. 2 Tim. 1:7 – “For God hath not given us the spirit of fear; but of power, and of love, and of a sound mind.”
iv. Isaiah 41:10 – “Fear thou not; for I am with thee: be not dismayed; for I am thy God: I will strengthen thee; yea, I will help thee; yea, I will uphold thee with the right hand of my righteousness.”
1. James 1:5 – “If any of you lack wisdom, let him ask of God, that giveth to all men liberally, and upbraideth not; and it shall be given him.”

i. Vs. 24 – “By faith Moses, when he was come to years, refused to be called the son of Pharaoh's daughter;”

a. Sometimes our Faith ______________________________________________________________
i. Vs. 25 – “Choosing rather to suffer affliction with the people of God, than to enjoy the pleasures of sin for a season;”
ii. 2 Tim. 3:12 – “Yea, and all that will live godly in Christ Jesus shall suffer persecution.”

b. Moses found ____________________________________________________________________
i. Vs. 27 – “By faith he forsook Egypt, not fearing the wrath of the king: for he endured, as seeing him who is invisible.”

c. Through Moses we remember ______________________________________________________
i. Vs. 28 – “Through faith he kept the passover, and the sprinkling of blood, lest he that destroyed the firstborn should touch them.”
ii. Vs. 29 – “By faith they passed through the Red sea as by dry land: which the Egyptians assaying to do were drowned.”
1. Col. 1:13-14 – “Who hath delivered us from the power of darkness, and hath translated us into the kingdom of his dear Son:  In whom we have redemption through his blood, even the forgiveness of sins:”
