i. Vs. 8 – “Beware lest any man spoil you through philosophy and vain deceit………”
ii. 1 Cor. 1:18 – “For the preaching of the cross is to them that perish foolishness; but unto us which are saved it is the power of God.”
iii. 1 Cor. 1:21 – “For after that in the wisdom of God the world by wisdom knew not God, it pleased God by the foolishness of preaching to save them that believe.”

i. Vs. 8 – “Beware lest any man spoil you through philosophy and vain deceit, after the tradition of men, after the rudiments of the world, and not after Christ.”

i. Vs. 9 – “For in him dwelleth all the fulness of the Godhead bodily.”
ii. Vs 10 – “And ye are complete in him, which is the head of all principality and power:”

a. Circumcision in the ___________________________________________________________
i. Vs. 11 – “In whom also ye are circumcised…….”
ii. Acts 7:8 – “And he gave him the covenant of circumcision: and so Abraham begat Isaac, and circumcised him the eighth day; and Isaac begat Jacob; and Jacob begat the twelve patriarchs.”
1. Genesis 17:9-14 – tells you all about it. 

b. Circumcision that is ___________________________________________________________
i. Vs. 11 – “In whom also ye are circumcised with the circumcision made without hands, in putting off the body of the sins of the flesh by the circumcision of Christ:”
ii. Rom. 2:28-29 – “For he is not a Jew, which is one outwardly; neither is that circumcision, which is outward in the flesh:  But he is a Jew, which is one inwardly; and circumcision is that of the heart, in the spirit, and not in the letter; whose praise is not of men, but of God.”
iii. Jer. 4:4 – “Circumcise yourselves to the LORD, and take away the foreskins of your heart, ye men of Judah and inhabitants of Jerusalem: lest my fury come forth like fire, and burn that none can quench it, because of the evil of your doings.”
iv. Deut. 10:16 – “Circumcise therefore the foreskin of your heart, and be no more stiffnecked.”
v. Deut. 30:6 – “And the LORD thy God will circumcise thine heart, and the heart of thy seed, to love the LORD thy God with all thine heart, and with all thy soul, that thou mayest live.”

i. Vs. 12 – “Buried with him in baptism, wherein also ye are risen with him through the faith of the operation of God, who hath raised him from the dead.”

i. Vs. 13 – “And you, being dead in your sins and the uncircumcision of your flesh, hath he quickened together with him………..”
ii. Eph. 2:1 – “And you hath he quickened, who were dead in trespasses and sins:”

b. Christ has forgiven _____________________________________________________________
i. Vs. 13 – “…….. having forgiven you all trespasses;”
ii. John 1:29 – “The next day John seeth Jesus coming unto him, and saith, Behold the Lamb of God, which taketh away the sin of the world.”
iii. Matt. 26:28 – “For this is my blood of the new testament, which is shed for many for the remission of sins.”
iv. Acts 10:43 – “To him give all the prophets witness, that through his name whosoever believeth in him shall receive remission of sins.”

c. Forgiven by ___________________________________________________________________
i. Vs. 14 – “Blotting out the handwriting of ordinances that was against us, which was contrary to us, and took it out of the way, nailing it to his cross;”
ii. John 15:13 – “Greater love hath no man than this, that a man lay down his life for his friends.”
iii. Vs. 15 – “And having spoiled principalities and powers, he made a shew of them openly, triumphing over them in it.”
iv. 1 Cor. 15:57 – “But thanks be to God, which giveth us the victory through our Lord Jesus Christ.”
