[image: ]Risen With Christ – Colossians 3:1-10
In Chapter 2 I preached about our New Life in Christ, how He’s forgiven you ALL trespasses, blotting out the handwriting of ordinances against us, nailing it to HIS cross.  This means we have Freedom in Christ – we are free from Legalism, Man-Made Rules, False Worship, etc.  None of those things are required in order to have salvation!  Now in Ch. 3 we read that BECAUSE we ARE saved (we are Risen with Christ), our lives should be transformed.

i. Vs. 1 – “If ye then be risen with Christ, seek those things which are above, where Christ sitteth on the right hand of God.”
ii. Vs. 2 – “Set your affection on things above, not on things on the earth.”

i. Vs. 1 – “…..where Christ sitteth on the right hand of God.”
ii. 1 Peter 3:22 – “Who is gone into heaven, and is on the right hand of God; angels and authorities and powers being made subject unto him.”
iii. Heb. 1:3 – “Who being the brightness of his glory, and the express image of his person, and upholding all things by the word of his power, when he had by himself purged our sins, sat down on the right hand of the Majesty on high;” 
iv. Heb. 10:11-12 – “And every priest standeth daily ministering and offering oftentimes the same sacrifices, which can never take away sins:  But this man, after he had offered one sacrifice for sins for ever, sat down on the right hand of God;”
v. Heb. 12:2 – “Looking unto Jesus the author and finisher of our faith; who for the joy that was set before him endured the cross, despising the shame, and is set down at the right hand of the throne of God.”
vi. Heb. 8:1 – “Now of the things which we have spoken this is the sum: We have such an high priest, who is set on the right hand of the throne of the Majesty in the heavens;”
vii. Rom. 8:34 – “Who is he that condemneth? It is Christ that died, yea rather, that is risen again, who is even at the right hand of God, who also maketh intercession for us.”
viii. 1 John 2:1 – “My little children, these things write I unto you, that ye sin not. And if any man sin, we have an advocate with the Father, Jesus Christ the righteous:”

i. Vs. 3 – “For ye are dead, and your life is hid with Christ in God.”
ii. Vs. 4 – “When Christ, who is our life, shall appear, then shall ye also appear with him in glory.”

i. Vs. 5 – “Mortify therefore your members which are upon the earth; fornication, uncleanness, inordinate affection, evil concupiscence, and covetousness, which is idolatry:”
ii. Gal. 5:17 – “For the flesh lusteth against the Spirit, and the Spirit against the flesh: and these are contrary the one to the other: so that ye cannot do the things that ye would.”
iii. 1 Cor. 15:31 – “I protest by your rejoicing which I have in Christ Jesus our Lord, I die daily.”

i. Vs. 5 – “Mortify therefore your members which are upon the earth; fornication, uncleanness, inordinate affection, evil concupiscence….”

ii. Eph. 4:26 – “Be ye angry, and sin not: let not the sun go down upon your wrath:”

i. Vs. 8-9 – “But now ye also put off all these……blasphemy, filthy communication out of your mouth.  Lie not one to another…..”

c. Put on _____________________________________________________________________
i. Vs. 10 – “And have put on the new man, which is renewed in knowledge after the image of him that created him:”
ii. Matt. 5:16 – “Let your light so shine before men, that they may see your good works, and glorify your Father which is in heaven.”
