This section of Ch. 10 starts off with a strong warning about not rejecting Jesus Christ.  Then he moves into encouraging them that Jesus is worth suffering for!

i. Vs. 27 – “ But a certain fearful looking for of judgment and fiery indignation…….”
ii. Vs. 29 – “…….trodden under foot the Son of God, and hath counted the blood of the covenant, wherewith he was sanctified, an unholy thing, and hath done despite unto the Spirit of grace?”
iii. Vs. 31 – “It is a fearful thing to fall into the hands of the living God.”

i. Vs. 26 – “For if we sin wilfully after that we have received the knowledge of the truth, there remaineth no more sacrifice for sins.”
ii. John 14:6 – “Jesus saith unto him, I am the way, the truth, and the life: no man cometh unto the Father, but by me.”
iii. Acts 4:12 – “Neither is there salvation in any other: for there is none other name under heaven given among men, whereby we must be saved.”

i. Vs. 30 – “…..And again, The Lord shall judge his people.”
ii. 2 Cor. 6:2 – “…….behold, now is the accepted time; behold, now is the day of salvation.)”
iii. Isaiah 55:6 – “Seek ye the LORD while he may be found, call ye upon him while he is near:”
iv. James 4:14 – “Whereas ye know not what shall be on the morrow. For what is your life? It is even a vapour, that appeareth for a little time, and then vanisheth away.”

i. Vs. 33 – “Partly, whilst ye were made a gazingstock both by reproaches and afflictions; and partly, whilst ye became companions of them that were so used.”
ii. 1 Cor. 4:9 – “For I think that God hath set forth us the apostles last, as it were appointed to death: for we are made a spectacle unto the world, and to angels, and to men.”

i. Vs. 34 – “….knowing in yourselves that ye have in heaven a better and an enduring substance.”
ii. Rom. 8:18 – “For I reckon that the sufferings of this present time are not worthy to be compared with the glory which shall be revealed in us.”
iii. Col. 3:2 – “Set your affection on things above, not on things on the earth.”

i. Vs. 34 – “………and took joyfully the spoiling of your goods…...”
ii. Vs. 35 – “Cast not away therefore your confidence, which hath great recompence of reward.”

i. Vs. 35 – “Cast not away therefore your confidence, which hath great recompence of reward.”
ii. Vs. 37 – “For yet a little while, and he that shall come will come, and will not tarry.”
iii. John 14:3 – “And if I go and prepare a place for you, I will come again, and receive you unto myself; that where I am, there ye may be also.”

i. Vs. 36 – “For ye have need of patience, that, after ye have done the will of God, ye might receive the promise.”
ii. James 1:2-4 – “My brethren, count it all joy when ye fall into divers temptations;  Knowing this, that the trying of your faith worketh patience.  But let patience have her perfect work, that ye may be perfect and entire, wanting nothing.”
iii. Romans 5:3-5 – “And not only so, but we glory in tribulations also: knowing that tribulation worketh patience;  And patience, experience; and experience, hope:  And hope maketh not ashamed; because the love of God is shed abroad in our hearts by the Holy Ghost which is given unto us.”
