Last week I preached, “What Love Looks Like.”  We discussed some practical things that we should do to live for Christ.  We discussed having Brotherly Love, Marital Love, and then having a Love for Godly Things – meaning don’t Covet, but find your satisfaction and fulfillment in Christ, follow godly leaders, and Love godly Doctrine.  Remember Vs. 8 – “Jesus Christ the same yesterday, and to day, and for ever.”  That’s our reminder that truth doesn’t change – so what was truth back then, is still True for Today!!!  To close out Hebrews, we come full circle and once again we are reminded of Jesus fulfilling those Old Testament sacrifices.

ii. 1 Peter 1:2 – “Elect according to the foreknowledge of God the Father, through sanctification of the Spirit, unto obedience and sprinkling of the blood of Jesus Christ: Grace unto you, and peace, be multiplied.”

ii. Vs. 16 – “But to do good and to communicate forget not: for with such sacrifices God is well pleased.”

i. Vs. 18 – “Pray for us: for we trust we have a good conscience, in all things willing to live honestly.”

iii. Ephesians 6:18 – “Praying always with all prayer and supplication in the Spirit, and watching thereunto with all perseverance and supplication for all saints;”

i. Vs. 20 – “Now the God of peace, that brought again from the dead our Lord Jesus, that great shepherd of the sheep, through the blood of the everlasting covenant…”
