i. Exodus 30:34 – Frankincense was used in the tabernacle / temple worship.  
ii. 1 Tim. 2:5 – “For there is one God, and one mediator between God and men, the man Christ Jesus;”

i. John 19:39-40 – “And there came also Nicodemus, which at the first came to Jesus by night, and brought a mixture of myrrh and aloes, about an hundred pound weight.  Then took they the body of Jesus, and wound it in linen clothes with the spices, as the manner of the Jews is to bury.”
