i. Vs. 12 – “Put on therefore, as the elect of God, holy and beloved, bowels of mercies, kindness, humbleness of mind, meekness, longsuffering;”
ii. 1 Peter 3:8 – “Finally, be ye all of one mind, having compassion one of another, love as brethren, be pitiful, be courteous:”
iii. Jude 1:22 – “And of some have compassion, making a difference:”
iv. Matt. 9:36 – “But when he saw the multitudes, he was moved with compassion on them, because they fainted, and were scattered abroad, as sheep having no shepherd.”

b. Put on ______________________________________________________________________
i. Vs. 13 – “Forbearing one another, and forgiving one another, if any man have a quarrel against any: even as Christ forgave you, so also do ye.”
ii. Psalms 86:5 – “For thou, Lord, art good, and ready to forgive; and plenteous in mercy unto all them that call upon thee.”
iii. 1 Peter 3:9 – “Not rendering evil for evil, or railing for railing: but contrariwise blessing; knowing that ye are thereunto called, that ye should inherit a blessing.”

i. Vs. 14 – “And above all these things put on charity, which is the bond of perfectness.”

i. Vs. 16 – “……teaching and admonishing one another in psalms and hymns and spiritual songs, singing with grace in your hearts to the Lord.”
ii. 2 Tim. 2:2 – “And the things that thou hast heard of me among many witnesses, the same commit thou to faithful men, who shall be able to teach others also.”
